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We are delighted to present a new issue to our valued readers. Throughout our nearly
twenty-year publishing journey, we have had the opportunity to share critical
discussions on educational policies with many people. We extend our sincere gratitude
to all the authors who contributed to this process, to the referees who deepened the
process with their meticulous evaluations, to our editorial board members, and to our

valued readers who have made these studies meaningful.

We owe a special debt of gratitude to Dr. Muharrem Demirdis, who made special
contributions throughout the development of this issue. His support has been crucial

in enhancing both the journal's content integrity and its formal dimensions.

IJEP has managed to maintain its consistency with outside market driven
academic norms and critical stance despite rapidly changing academic standards,
indexing requirements, constantly updated technical templates, changing economic
conditions and pricing that impact publication costs, and the shift in employment and
promotion criteria that influence academic authors’ motivations for sharing their
publications. This stability is not only a technical achievement, but also a result of the
solidaristic contributions of our authors who have supported this process with their
writing. Their critical perspectives have transformed this publication not just into a
journal but also into a collective field of thought. The coming years will be crucial in

determining our decisions regarding the continuation or completion of this journey.

When the studies in this issue and the other articles in the journal are considered

together, it becomes possible to understand the systematic and profound contribution
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of critical education studies to efforts to move beyond the visible, and how many of
the emerging views and observations are contradictory to traditional views on similar
topics and force a change in the current situation. The concepts and approaches of
critical education serve, and appear likely to continue to serve, as a critical conceptual
toolkit for understanding the breadth and depth of educational policy. Ensuring this

requires the continued solidarity and shared efforts of the field’s members.

This issue opens with a contribution from Professor Christoph Wulf, a renowned
figure in the fields of Anthropology and the Anthropology of Education. Christoph
Wulf, a faculty member at the Freie University of Berlin in Germany, shares a section
of his long-standing research with IJEP readers under the title "The Anthropocene as

a Challenge to Anthropology of Education."

In his study examining the impact of the Anthropocene on educational
anthropology, Prof. Wulf questions the impact of human behavior on the planet and
proposes a pedagogical restructuring of concepts such as sustainability and global
citizenship education. Advocating that young individuals address '"major
anthropogenic challenges with a critical and constructive approach," the author
proposes a consciousness-raising process that will enable the positive shaping of the

Anthropocene through education.

Following the Wulf’s study, “Critical Mathematics Education in Developing
Social Justice Consciousness: A Conceptual Framework for Early Childhood and
Primary School,” by two authors from Turkey, Yeliz Dogan and Professor Naciye
Aksoy has been placed. It can be considered one of the studies that demonstrate the
breadth of the application boundaries of critical pedagogy and the scope, depth, and

evolution of educational policies.

In their study examining the effects of critical mathematics education on social
justice awareness, the authors draw inspiration from Freire's pedagogical approach,
positioning mathematics as an ideological and cultural tool. They argue that
“mathematics education is not only an intellectual but also an ethical field of action,”
and offer suggestions for developing children's empathy and sense of justice. This

approach holds transformative potential for teacher education and curriculum design.
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In his study “A People's University”: Communist Workers' Schools, 1923-1956,
which traces the history of Communist Workers' Schools in the United States,
Professor Robert Michael Zecker demonstrates the potential for debates within the
capitalist mode of production to shift direction through the rise of working-class
consciousness. This possibility provides sufficient justification for further suppression
and attack of such efforts. Zecker's work reveals the ideological and cultural power of
alternative educational models, even if not within formal structures. He examines the
pedagogical legacy of these schools, with course content on African American history
and anti-colonial struggles, alongside a Marxist-Leninist understanding of education.
The study argues, “In today's university crisis, the people's universities of the past can
guide us,” and thus offers a historical site of resistance against the commodification of

the liberal arts.

Concluding the issue, the final article shares a research which exploring the
process of feedback, another aspect of dialogue that teachers should prioritize within
the context of critical education. Fidiyah Retno Wulandari, a young graduate of the
Universitas Negeri Yogyakarta in Indonesia, emphasizes the importance of emotional
and cognitive interactions in the development of writing skills in her qualitative study
examining how university students utilize teacher feedback during the writing process.
While participants experience both joy and frustration during this process, she states
that “students implement feedback through different routines”, revealing that the

writing process is shaped by individual strategies.

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Yeni bir sayiyla siz degerli okurlarimizin karsisinda olmaktan biiyiikk bir mutluluk
duyuyoruz. Yaklasik yirmi yila yaklasan yayin seriivenimiz boyunca egitim
politikalar lizerine yiiriitiilen elestirel tartigmalar1 pek c¢ok kisiyle paylasma imkan
bulduk. Bu siirecte katki sunan tiim yazarlarimiza, titiz degerlendirmeleriyle siireci
derinlestiren hakemlerimize, yaym kurulu iyelerimize ve bu c¢alismalar

anlamlandiran degerli okurlarimiza icten tesekkiir ederiz.

Bu saymin olusum siirecinde 6zel katkilariyla yanimizda olan Dr. Muharrem
Demirdis’e ayr1 bir tesekkiirli bor¢ biliyoruz. Onun destegi, derginin hem igeriksel

biitlinliigiinii hem de bicimsel boyutlarini iyilestirmede ¢ok dnemli bir yer tutuyor.

IJEP, hizla degisen akademik standartlar, indeksleme gereklilikleri, stirekli
giincellenen teknik sablonlar, ekonomik kosullarin degisimi ve yayin maliyetlerini
etkileyen fiyatlandirmalar ile akademisyen yazarlarin yayinlarini paylagma giidiilerini
etkileyen istthdam ve yiikseltme Olgiitlerinin degisimi gibi kosullar i¢inde, piyasa dis1
ve elestirel bir durusla tutarliligini korumay1 basarmistir. Bu istikrar yalnizca teknik
bir bagsar1 degil, ayn1 zamanda yazilariyla bu siirece omuz veren yazarlarimizin
dayanigsmaci katkisinin bir sonucudur. Onlarin elestirel bakislari, bu yayi yalnizca
bir dergi degil, ayn1 zamanda kolektif bir diisiince alan1 haline getirmistir. Oniimiizdeki
yillar, bu seriivenin devami ya da tamamlanmasi konusundaki kararlarimizi

belirleyecek dnemde olacaktir.

Bu sayidaki g¢alismalar ve derginin diger yazilar1 birlikte diisiiniildiiglinde
elestirel egitim alanindaki ¢aligmalarin goriinenin Otesine gegebilme konusundaki

cabalara sistematik ve derinlikli katkisini, ortaya c¢ikan goriislerin ve saptamalarin
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bir¢ogunun benzer konulardaki geleneksel goriislere gore catismali ve mevecut durumu
degismeye zorlayan yanim1 anlamak miimkiin olacaktir. Egitim politikalarindaki
yayginlik ve derinligin anlasilmasi igin elestirel egitim alan1 kavram ve yaklagimlari
kritik bir kavramsal alet ¢antas1 olarak rol oynamakta ve dyle olmaya da devam edecek
gibi goriinmektedir. Bu baglamda, elestirel egitim kavram ve yaklagimlarinin
anlasilmasini saglamada alanin liyelerinin dayanigsmaci rolii ve paylasma konusundaki

istekli ¢abalarmni siirdiirmesi bir gereklilik olarak oniimiizde durmaktadir.

Bu sayida, Antropoloji ve Egitim Antropolojisi alaninda taninmis saygin
isimlerden Prof. Christoph Wulf'un ¢alismasi ilk makale olarak yer aliyor.
Almanya’da Berlin Freie Universitesi 6gretim {iyesi olan Christoph Wulf, ¢ok uzun
yillar siirdiirdiigii caligmalarinin i¢inden bir bolimii “Egitim Antropolojisinin Asmasi

Gereken Bir Sorun Olarak Antroposen” baslig1 ile IJEP okurlar ile paylastyor.

Prof. Wulf, Antroposen ¢agmin egitim antropolojisi lizerindeki etkilerini ele
aldig1 ¢alismasinda, insan davraniglarinin gezegen tizerindeki etkilerini sorgularken
stirdiiriilebilirlik ve kiiresel yurttaglik egitimi gibi kavramlari1 pedagojik bir yeniden
yapilandirma onerisiyle sunuyor. Geng bireylerin “biiyiik antroposentrik” sorunlara
elestirel ve yapici bir yaklasimla yOnelmesini savunan yazar, egitim yoluyla
Antroposen’in olumlu bi¢imlendirilmesini miimkiin kilacak bir bilinglenme siireci

Oneriyor.

Tiirkiye’den iki yazar olan Yeliz Dogan ve Prof. Naciye Aksoy’un “Sosyal
Adalet Bilincinin Gelistirilmesinde Elestirel Matematik Egitimi: Erken Cocukluk ve
[lkokul Dénemine Yonelik Kavramsal Bir Cerceve” baslikli calismalari, elestirel
pedagoji alanmnin uygulanma sinirlarinin - genisligini ve egitim politikalarinin
uzanabilecegi alanlari, derinligini ve degisimini bize gosteren c¢alismalardan biri

olarak diisiiniilebilir.

Yazarlar elestirel matematik egitiminin sosyal adalet bilinci tizerindeki etkilerini
inceledikleri c¢aligmalarinda, Freire’nin pedagojik yaklasimindan ilham alarak
matematigi ideolojik ve kiiltiirel bir ara¢ olarak konumlandiriyor. “Matematik egitimi

yalnizca diisiinsel degil, ayn1 zamanda etik bir eylem alanidir” diyerek ¢ocuklarin
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empati ve adalet duygularin1 gelistirmeye yonelik Oneriler sunuyorlar. Bu yaklagim,

O0gretmen egitimi ve miifredat tasarimi agisindan doniistiiriicii bir potansiyel tasiyor.

Kanada’daki Saint Francis Xavier Universitesinden Prof. Robert Michael
Zecker, “A People’s University”: Communist Workers’ Schools, 1923-1956" baslikli,
ABD’deki Komiinist Is¢i Okullari’nin tarihsel izini siirdiigii calismasinda, kapitalist
iiretim bigiminin i¢inde yer alan tartismalarin is¢i sinifinin bilinglenmesi ile yon
degistirebilme potansiyelini bize gostermektedir. Bu olasilik da bu tiir cabalarin daha
cok baski altina alinmasi ve saldirilmasi i¢in yeterli gerekceyi sunuyor. Zecker’in
calismasi Orgilin yapilar i¢inde olmasa da alternatif egitim modellerinin ideolojik ve
kiiltiirel giiclinli ortaya koyuyor. Marksist-Leninist egitim anlayiginin yani1 sira Afrikali
Amerikal tarihine ve anti-kolonyal miicadelelere dair ders igerikleriyle bu okullarin
pedagojik mirasini inceliyor. Calisma “Bugiiniin {liniversite krizinde, gecmisin halk
tiniversiteleri bize yol gosterebilir” diyerek, liberal sanatlarin metalagtirilmasina karsi

tarihsel bir direnis alan1 da sunuyor.

Son ¢alisma &gretmenlerin elestirel egitim baglaminda da 6nem vermeleri
gereken bir siirece, diyalogun bir bagka yoniinii olusturan doniit vermelerine iliskin
olarak yapilan bir arastirmay1 paylagsmaktadir. Endonezya’daki Universitas Negeri
Yogyakarta’dan mezun olan gen¢ Fidiyah Retno Wulandari, liniversite 6grencilerinin
yazma siirecinde 6gretmen geri bildirimlerinden nasil faydalandiklarini inceledigi nitel
caligmasinda, yazma becerilerinin gelisiminde duygusal ve biligsel etkilesimlerin
onemini vurguluyor. Katilimcilarin hem mutluluk hem de hayal kiriklig1 yasadiklar
bu stirecte, “Ogrenciler geri bildirimi farkl rutinlerle uygulamaya geciriyor” diyerek,

yazma siirecinin bireysel stratejilerle sekillendigini ortaya koyuyor.
